Attendants are required to unlock the shack and supervise the 
activity of ice shack patrons. The shack can only be unlocked when an attendant is present. The shack 
must be locked up at the end of the evening. You can work as little or as much as you want. A schedule 
is kept by the community association.

McNab Park Update 

 

Thank you to the many community residents who have volunteered to water our trees this 
year!      -McNab Community Association 

 
Funds raised to support the park are being used to cover transporting, 

planting and maintenance of our trees.  We also hope to add benches by the east 
side swings and to provide additional recreational features.  Funding for park 
development is not provided by the City.  Improvements must be funded from 
private donations and fund raising initiatives by the community.  We are currently 
examining sources of corporate funding to allow us to continue with our long term 
development plan. 

The City does provide organizations with trees for planting, but the cost of 
transporting, planting and three year maintenance must be funded by the 
organization.  We have requested an additional ten trees for planting this fall.  Volunteers will be needed to 
assist in their planting and are encouraged to phone 347-0051. 
Donations to our Park Fund are appreciated.   
 
Memorial Trees - The City of Regina offers a memorial tree program for anyone wishing to have a tree planted 
in remembrance of a loved one.  The City will plant and maintain trees for a cost of $200 (tax deductible). 
Memorial benches are also available for a cost of $800 (tax deductible).  Currently there are 4 memorial trees 
planted in the park.

A member of our community came to the community association meeting in August with one request: Ψthat 
something be done about the parking nightmare that is present whenever the exhibition is in town.Ω She is 
frustrated and tired of the various problems associated with Brandt Center events, along with many others in 
our community. Some of these problems are: 

¶ Patrons blocking driveways
